Ramya talks about the ‘freeplay’ in KG

 KG kids are allotted two periods of ‘free play’ per week. One naturally gets an
impression that free play is all about letting children do what they want in that time. It’s

true to that extent, but what exactly happens and what it means to happen in those 90 minutes is
beyond anybody’s imagination (and it’s a KG teacher’s favourite secret too).

     Children are at their natural best, singing, dancing, exploring nature, listening to
noises around, of the passing train or the birds in the trees, or chasing butterflies or
simply yelling and screaming at each other, during this time.

Role-play is another exciting activity they love to do in the ‘free play’ time. They like
to imagine themselves to be ‘ superman’ or ‘Hanuman’ or a family

member. The role –plays they get into are the finest
expressions of their emotions, understanding and their ability to connect
themselves. When they pretend to be doctors, drivers, teachers,

mothers and fathers, you can peep into their imaginary worlds and see
how wonderfully they are able to relate and connect themselves to their
surroundings and how they relive their situations and with what

understanding they perform the roles.

 Their moods and behaviour, their words and tone, their movements and actions are a matter of
academic interest to their teacher, who is continually assessing her wards. For instance, a quiet child

in class, becomes boisterous outdoors and a talkative child calmly gets engrossed in nature. Based
on her observations, she will plan her strategies to get the best out of every child. She knows how
important are these early childhood interactions inside and outside the class to assess their development.

So, Parents! next time you see your son playing ‘ bus driver’ on your motorbike or your little one talking

to a tree in the garden, don’t shoo them off and ask them to do some serious reading. That is what
they are doing exactly, ‘learning’ beyond books!
